- = More people watch the Premier League than any other sports league
in the world. In fact, the stadiums are usually completely full for each
match.

Since its birth, forty-nine clubs have competed in the Premier
League. Nonetheless, only seven of these clubs have actually won the
title. By far the most successful of them has been Manchester United.
It has won thirteen times. Meanwhile, clubs like Tottenham Hotspur,
Arsenal, and Liverpool have won fewer than 5 titles.

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Often considered the best musical group of all time, The Beatles heavily influenced all aspects of not
only rock music, but popular culture in general. They first gained popularity in Britain, before their music
spread to the US and then to the world. For most of the band’s lifespan, the four members in the group
were John Lennon, Paul McCartney, George Harrison, and Ringo Starr. Stuart Sutcliffe, a bassist, and
Pete Best, the original drummer, were also onetime members of the group before they rose to fame. But
neither of these musicians played on The Beatles’ first album. And since that first album, The Beatles
have sold more than 1.1 billion records and are considered to be one of the most loved bands of all time.

While their early works were well received by young women for their upbeat pop
songs, it was their later works that gained them love from casual listeners and
even critics. As a result, they were able to branch out into whatever interested
them, such as film, or in John Lennon’s case, political activism. No longer were
they just simple musicians, but iconic symbols of their time.

Before long, their popularity in the UK grew into worship and fanaticism that
was known as “Beatlemania,” which became even more widespread after an appearance on an
American TV show. The more their fame spread, the more praise they gained, though it also brought
more criticism to the band.

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In the 1970s, the Bronx in New York City became the home of
hip-hop culture. One day, DJ Kool Herc, whose real name is Clive
Campbell, experimented with ways to lengthen the instrumental
part of a song so that break-dancers had more time to dance.
